4. On acceptance of offer to purchase the vehicle, payments should be made to the Departmental bank account within 14 

days of confirming acceptance of offer. No arrangements for part-payments will be entertained. 

5. It will be the responsibility of the purchaser to collect vehicle at own cost within seven (07) days after payment is made. 

6. Vehicle registration papers will be issued to the new vehicle owner on receipt of proof that the vehicle is paid in full. 

7. The Eastern Cape Department of Education officials are allowed to participate in the auction of its assets.
